As per prevalent practice, the billing in case of raw silk is made at conditioned weight with moisture 11% regain (International Standard Regain), irrespective of actual moisture content in the package. 
 
Accordingly, the actual moisture content in the material supplied should not be less than 11.5%.     
3.                  PACKING AND MARKING 
 
The raw silk required to be packed in 60 kgs. Seaworthy bales (consisting of Twelve bundles of 5 kgs. each) or 30 kgs. Seaworthy cartons (consisting of Six bundles of 5 kgs. each) of uniform quality and weight capable to withstand the weight and multiple handling.

13.             QUALITY INSPECTION

14.             REJECTION / CANCELLATION
 
14.1         The Foreign supplier on legal document or its Indian representative (if applicable) on INR. 100/- non judicial stamp paper, whichever applicable, should furnish an undertaking to the effect that in the event of the supplied material being not conforming to the order specifications, then they will suitably compensate the losses incurred by MMTC / NHDC on account of discrepancies. NHDC being the ultimate buyer shall settle claims if any with the supplier directly.

17.             ASSIGNMENT   
 
Neither party to the contract shall assign or transfer the contract, or any benefit thereunder to any person, firm or Corporation without prior consent in writing of the other party.
 
 
18.             PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE:-
 
The successful bidder shall furnish a Performance Bank Guarantee as per MMTC’s format (To be provided to the successful bidder at the time of signing of agreement) from a Nationalized / Scheduled Bank /Foreign bank operating in New Delhi, India, for 5% of the total C&F Value).{EMD already furnished  shall be adjusted against  the Performance Guarantee  with required validity}

If operation of such circumstances exceed three months, either party will have the right to refuse further performance of the agreement, in which case, neither party shall have the right to claim eventual damages.

a)    Conditioned weight
The material shall confirm to technical specification mentioned at clause 2 at page no 3  above
 
b)    Raw silk of latest cocoon crop 
                  
Raw silk shall be of latest cocoon crop as per the deniers and grades mentioned in delivery schedule by NHDC and same shall be certified by the supplier.
  
c)  Baling:
 
Each bale must be packed properly to ensure satisfactory loading/ stuffing and unloading/ de-stuffing.
 
d)      Origin :
 
The material shall be of the origin of supplier’s country. and he shall confirm the origin.
 
e)     Loading / Stuffing into containers:
 
Material shall be loaded and transported in closed containers.  It shall be ensured that:
 
        Before loading/ stuffing, ensure that the containers are in sound condition, free from damages and also free from odors and objectionable materials.
